CHRISTMAS TIME CONTINUES 
The tree may have come down for some of us, but 
Christmas is not over.  The season continues through 
today’s feast, the Feast of the Baptism of the Lord.   
 Monday, January 11 begins Ordinary Time with 
Monday of the first week in Ordinary Time.  (Note:  Next 
Sunday will be the 2

nd
 Sunday in Ordinary Time.) 

Reflecting on the Word 
 Today ends the Christmas season.  We put away the 
singing of Christmas carols, like “Joy to the World,” but not 
living their words.  The Lord has “saved us through the 
bath of rebirth and renewal by the Holy Spirit, whom he 
richly poured out on us through Jesus Christ our 
savior” (Titus 2: 5b-6) -- through Jesus Christ, to whom the 
heavenly voice in Luke’s Gospel is addressed, “You are 
my beloved Son, with you I am well pleased.”  Because 
we put on Christ in baptism, we too are beloved daughters 
and sons of God.  The Holy Spirit has been poured out on 
us.  We do more than point the way to Christ like John the 
Baptizer; we are called to live Jesus. 
 Baptism makes us heralds of glad tidings who 
announce that God is with us, offering comfort and 
speaking tenderly.  Our lives proclaim “here is your God” 
in small ways that speak loudly, for nothing is small in 
God’s service, St. Francis de Sales says.  Paying attention 
to every person we meet, sharing our resources like 

offering a smile, a call, an e-mail, a text, or a wave that 
acknowledges the other -- all proclaim, “God is here.”  
They can lift the valley of depression, topple the mountain 
of arrogance, smooth the rough ways of hurt or fear, and 
make the desert of loneliness bloom.  By living our 
baptism we reveal the glory of the Lord for all to see and 
enjoy.  And if you are stuck in a valley or struggling with 
some ruggedness in your life, listen for the voice of God 
that spoke at our baptism:  “You are my beloved.  With 
you I am well pleased.”  Be a living carol that sings joy to 
the world, the Lord is come for all.

THE HOLY YEAR OF MERCY CONTINUES

MOMENTS OF MERCY 
Beginning in December, each month our Moments of 
Mercy will offer brief reflections on mercy and concrete 
suggestions of how we can live out the mercy that God 
offers us all.  These are perfect for busy days since they 
help us to slow down for just a few minutes and think 
about the gifts God has blessed us with and how we can 
share them. 

January 2016 
When we think about pilgrimages, we probably think 
about medieval people walking great distances to awe-
inspiring churches.  Yet, Pope Francis describes what is 
at the heart of pilgrimage and encourages us to each 
make one during this Jubilee of Mercy.  He writes that "life 
itself is a pilgrimage, and the human being is a viator, a 
pilgrim traveling along the road, making his way to the 
desired destination" (MV, no. 14).  Pope Francis encour-
ages each of us to make a pilgrimage to the Holy Door in 
our diocese some time during this Jubilee of Mercy.  Be-
ing committed to the journey of pilgrimage helps us focus 
our attention on our spiritual journey and walk closer with 
God.  Similarly, our daily journey to live out the mercy of 
God "is also a goal to reach and requires dedication and 
sacrifice" (MV, no. 14).  

1.  With your family or a parish group, plan a pilgrim-
age to the Holy Door within your diocese for some 
time during this year. 

2.   Each day, give yourself one small goal of mercy, 
compassion, and love to journey toward — for ex-
ample, being kind to a difficult coworker — so that, 
by those actions, you are able to walk closer to God 
on the pilgrimage of Christian life.

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LITURGY CORNER 

 
We continue with “The Blessed Sacrament and Blessed 
Sacrament Parish” compiled by Pat Campbell.  Today we 
continue our look at “The Blessed Sacrament and Blessed 
Sacrament Parish.”  We continue, in this new year, to look 
at the way we share in the Lord’s Body and Blood each 
week. So… 
Father Turner talks about the bread and he speaks to the 
concerns about low-gluten hosts*: 

428. The bread should look like food.  “The meaning of 
the sign demands that the material for the Eucharistic 
Celebration truly have the appearance of food” (GIRM 321). 
429. The ingredients for Eucharistic bread are wheat 
and water.  “The bread for celebrating the Eucharist must 
be made only from wheat, must be recently baked, and, 
according to the ancient tradition of the Latin Church, 
must be unleavened” (GIRM 320). 
430. Low-gluten hosts may be used for the Eucharist, 
but not hosts that are completely gluten-free.  With 
permission of the local bishop, low-gluten hosts may be 
made available for those who can tolerate only the 
smallest amount of gluten (Congregation for Doctrine of the 

Faith, Prt. 89/78 – 174, 98)  To preserve their quality, they 
must be prepared in a vessel completely separate from 
the regular hosts.  Those who cannot tolerate any gluten 
at all may receive from the cup instead, before others 
have done so. ¹ 

Adolf Adam, author of The Eucharistic Celebration: The 
Source and Summit of Faith, shares this when explaining 
the historical development of the Mass.  There are some 
practical reminders here about what we do, what we say 
and why we say it: 

When distributing Communion, the priest (deacon, 
acolyte, or Eucharistic minister) shows the host to each 
communicant by elevating it slightly and saying, “The 
body of Christ.”  The communicant answers “Amen.”  
This distribution formula is first recorded by the Doctor of 
the Church St. Ambrose of Milan (+ 397).  It is basically 
shorter and more practical to use with a large number of 
communicants than the earlier formula:  “May the body of 
our Lord Jesus Christ preserve your soul to eternal life.”  
Brief though it is, it contains the essential Eucharistic 
confession of faith.  It expresses Christ’s own words of 
institution, “This is my body.”  
When the faithful speak their “Amen,” they affirm their 
faith in the presence of the Lord who offers himself for us.  
They also affirm their inner readiness to join in this 
offering.  The “Amen” should therefore be spoken clearly 
and audibly rather than murmured. ² 

Adam continues with comments about deciding between 
receiving Communion in the hand or on the tongue – this 
book was published in 1991 (in German) and people are still 
discussing this today.  He writes… 

Until sometime in the ninth century, it was the general 
custom to place the host, the gift of the holy God, in the 
hand of the communicant.  A vivid example of this custom 

Our òLiturgy Corneró takes a break from the  
General Instruction of the Roman Missal 

as we take a closer look at the Communion Rite during Mass 

and of deep reverence for the body of the Lord is found 
in the Mystagogical Catechesis of St. Cyril of Jerusalem 
late in the fourth century: 

“Coming up to receive, therefore…making your left 
hand a throne for the right (for it is about to receive a 
King) …and cupping your palm, so receive the Body 
of Christ; and answer: ‘Amen.’  Carefully hallow your 
eyes by the touch of the sacred Body, and then 
partake, taking care to lose no part of it…guard 
against losing so much as a crumb of that which is 
more precious than gold or precious stones!” 

Sometime later, people were expected to receive the 
host with a hand covered by a white linen cloth.  In the 
ninth century, as reverence and holy awe of the host 
continued to increase, the host was placed directly on 
the tongue of the communicant.  People believed that 
this was the best way to avoid the danger of small 
crumbs falling to the floor or the host being misused for 
some other purposes. ³ 

It is interesting to see the history of the communion rite.  
He does add a paragraph that clearly speaks to us today.  
Read the last sentence a few times.  There is a great 
challenge there: 

Both forms of receiving Communion can and must be 
combined with the proper reverence, which is fueled by 
faith.  Even though the anxious awe as well as the 
exaggerated consciousness of sin and unworthiness 
that were common in many past centuries are not to be 
considered as ideal, neither is the opposite attitude of 
irreverence.  Non-Christians who are present at the 
celebration of the Mass must recognize that they are in 
the presence of a deep mystery of faith.

peonage, debt bondage or slavery.” In the United States 
any minor under 18 years of age involved in prostitution is 
considered trafficked. (Victims of Trafficking and Violence Protection Act of 
2000)

and disgraceful working conditions, where people are 
treated as mere instruments of gain…poison human soci-
ety…and debase the perpetrators.”
