That is an amazing thought…  ...We are chosen, 
called, and upheld for a unique conspiracy of love, a 
breathing together with God that will inspire creation to 
grow and glow with divine wisdom.  ...Godliness is a gift, a 
grace, not a grindstone.  It becomes tortuous only when we 
try too hard to control it, channel it, or criticize its presence.

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LITURGY CORNER 
Our “Liturgy Corner” takes a journey through the  

General Instruction of the Roman Missal 
Here we are in 2015!  We will jump back onto the path 
leading us through the General Instruction of the Roman 
Missal (GIRM). When last we looked at this document it was 
December 14.  Today, we resume by looking at a few 
paragraphs from “Other Functions” under section III (Particular 

Ministries) of Chapter III (Duties and Ministries in the Mass). 
Paragraph 100 speaks of altar servers: 

In the absence of an instituted acolyte, there may be 
deputed lay ministers to serve at the altar and assist the 
Priest and the Deacon; these carry the cross, the 
candles, the thurible, the bread, the wine, and the water, 
or who are even deputed to distribute Holy Communion 
as extraordinary ministers.” 

 As noted when we looked at The Ministry of the 
Instituted Acolyte and Lector, it is not common for parishes to 
have these men.  Almost always, the parishes have “deputed 
lay ministers” to serve.  We have our student altar servers 
who begin serving Sunday Mass when they are in the fifth 
grade.  Recently, we have added our adult altar servers and, 
it should be noted, there have been situations where these 
adult servers have “helped with the distribution of Holy 
Communion as extraordinary ministers.”  Most of our adult 
servers are also among our extraordinary ministers of Holy 
Communion, although this is more by coincidence than due 
to planning. 
 Bruce T. Morrill and Susan K. Roll, authors of the 
third chapter in A Commentary on the General Instruction of 
the Roman Missal (ed. Edward Foley, et al, ©2007, Liturgical Press, 

Collegeville, MN), reference the “Guidelines for Altar Servers” 
approved by the US bishops in 1994 and then “slightly 
revised by the Bishop’s Committee on the Liturgy according 
to GIRM2000” and the instruction on allowing women and 
girls to serve, the term “server” to replace “altar boy,” and 
making sure various duties are not assigned by gender.  
They also spend half a page describing how the distribution 
of Holy Communion has been separated from the regular 
duties of servers and they describe in detail the ministry of 
the extraordinary minister of Holy Communion (including why 

they are no longer called “special ministers of Holy Communion”). 
 Today, we leave you with the next paragraph as a 
way of reflecting on the ministry of the lector.  There is more 
to serving in this ministry that being able to read, right?  
Paragraph 101 gives all lectors a huge challenge.  We are 
grateful to have so many capable and faith-filled people 
participating in this ministry here at Blessed Sacrament and 
trust that all will make a point of attending the upcoming 
lector refreshers after each Mass the weekend of February 7 
and 8 – this important ministry requires ongoing formation.  
As a parishioner, what is it that makes the work of a 
particular lector effective?  How might you prepare for 
proclaiming God’s Word on Sunday? 
Paragraph 101 gives instruction to lectors: 

In the absence of an instituted lector, other lay 
people may be deputed to proclaim the readings 
from Sacred Scripture, people who are truly suited to 
carrying out this function and carefully prepared, so
