PASTOR’S COLUMN

Understanding the Word

In today’s first reading, Moses assures the people
that God will not leave them bereft after his death. The
people will be guided by intermediaries who stand
between them and God, whose presence and voice struck
fear in the people. The prophets to follow will relay the
words that God will place in their mouths. But should one
of these prophets presume to speak for God or in the
name of other gods, he will die. The Hebrew word for
prophet, nabi, could mean either “one who announces or
proclaims a message,” or “one who is called,” referring to
the vocation of messenger. As the lives of Isaiah,
Jeremiah, and Ezekiel will demonstrate, both bearing the
message and being the messenger are costly.

“I know who you are.” In the Gospel of Mark only the
forces of evil recognize Jesus as the Holy One of God.
Today’s Gospel reading sets up the conflict between
unclean spirits, the realm of Satan, and the reign of God,
manifested in Jesus. As the Gospel continues, Jesus will
be beset by the religious authorities who question His
credentials and the minions of Satan with whom He will
do battle.

Reflecting on the Word

Modern people seem to be both fascinated by and
dismissive of the idea of the demonic. People flock to
movies that involve demonic possession and are
fascinated by stories of purported exorcisms. At the same
time, when we read stories like the one in today’s Gospel
about Jesus casting out an “unclean spirit,” we might be
temped to psychologize the story, so that the evil force
that speaks to Jesus becomes simply a metaphor for
psychological or emotional iliness. There are, however,
good reasons to resist this way of reading the story.

At the same time that the New Testament affirms the
reality of demonic forces, its overriding message, as in
today’s Gospel, is about Jesus’ power over those forces.
The fascination with the devil or demons that some
people feel can become quite unhealthy if they forget that
the gospel is the good news that Jesus’ victory over all
the powers of evil is assured. Jesus has come to show us
that these powers of evil are not glamorous and
fascinating, but rather tawdry and tedious. They merit our

caution, but not our interest.

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LITURGY CORNER

Our “Liturgy Corner” takes a journey through the

Gener al I nstruction of
We are excited to move into Chapter IV of General
Instruction of the Roman Missal (GIRM). That said, at first
glance this chapter, “The Different Forms of Celebrating
Mass,” might appear strange, as the first section is titled,
“Mass with the People.” Most of us would ask the question,
“With who else would Mass be?” To give us a better sense
of what will be covered in this section, we will turn to Martin
Connell and Sharon McMillan, authors of the section of A
Commentary on the General Instruction of the Roman
Missal dealing with Chapter IV.

Our glance into the chapter begins by noting that Connell
and McMillan refer to this section’s title as “unassuming”
and reveal that the section “underscores the significant
recovery by the Second Vatican Council (1962-65) of the
understanding of the eucharistic celebration as inherently
adaptable to a variety of circumstances.” That sounds
interesting, does it not?

We mentioned the first section’s heading above, and we
note that this first section includes “Mass without a
Deacon,” “Mass with a Deacon,” “The Functions of the
Acolyte,” and “The Functions of the Reader.” Part A of
Section | includes many paragraphs — para. 115-170 and
is the longest section, by far. This length, in the world of
church documents, often implies importance. Note that
section Il is “Concelebrated Mass”; Il is “Mass at Which
only One Minister Participates” (sounds interesting!); IV
covers “Some General Norms for All Forms of Mass.”

There is a lot of material ahead, but this quote from the

Commentary should put the entire chapter in perspective:
Missale Romanum of 1570 (MR1570) contained not a
single reference to the presence of an assembly in its
one set of rubrics for Mass, and its one form of the Mass
was celebrated no matter what the circumstances. The
simple words of this title demonstrate the fundamental
decision of the Second Vatican Council to revise the texts
and rites of the liturgy in order to restore it to consonance
with the richness of the tradition. That there are “different
forms of the Mass” is one such tradition.”

It may be “one such tradition,” but are we Catholics aware
of this? If we have been at a Mass that was concelebrated,
we may have just thought that there were a couple of
priests presiding at Mass and not that it was a different
form of Mass.

We have much to explore in the weeks ahead. Tune in
next week as we look more closely at Chapter IV.
