Lent is Time to Empty Ourselves  

for the Lord to Enter 
Lent is intended to bring us face to face with the mystery of 
death.  … an opportunity to die to self so we can rise with 
Christ.   
 We have in our liturgy a marvelous way to ritualize this 
mystery of death for the life of the world:  the Scrutinies.  
“Scrutiny” is a very odd term for us.  It probably conjures up 
all sorts of images in our minds and I hope that the very 
strangeness of the term will invite us to delve more deeply 
into what a scrutiny is.   
 Scrutinies are solemn public intercessions made by the 
community of the faithful on behalf of those who have been 
chosen and elected to receive the Easter Sacraments of 
Baptism, Confirmation, and Eucharist.  This prayer for 
deliverance and protection has traditionally taken the form 
of an exorcism.  While we may not personify our demons in 
the same way as the ancient Christians, we cannot deny 
that the reign of evil in our world is frightening and real.  
The demons of our time (to name a few) are bigotry, 
sexism, racism, greed, intolerance and sexual exploitation.  
Demons likewise permeate our society through acts of 
domestic violence, child abuse, drug abuse, alcoholism, 
murder and rape.  These evils throttle the life-breath from 
us.  But, in the Scrutinies, we confidently proclaim God’s 
power to overcome all evil by the Death and Resurrection 

of His Son.   
 The Scrutinies are not some kind of dispensable 
formality that are meant to make our Catechumens -- those 
preparing for the Easter Sacraments -- uncomfortable.  
Rather, the Scrutinies presume that the Catechumens have 
reached a mature level of personal conversion and are 
ready to make that conversion the public property of the 
community.  The Scrutinies are invitations to the whole 
Church to deepen her faith in and praise of God through the 
concrete situations of the Catechumens.   
 In very broad strokes, the First Scrutiny focuses on the 
individual dimension of sin, grounded as it is on the story of 
the Woman at the Well.  The second, rooted in the story of 
the man born blind, addresses the social dimension of sin, 
the human experience of being caught in sin that is not of 
one’s own doing.  And the third, from the story of the raising 
of Lazarus, confronts the most radical nature of sin, the 
cosmic dimension of the tyrannical, icy grip of death.   
 By tapping into these powerful experiences of sin and 
forgiveness, we can come to know how much God seeks to 
love us and with the help of his grace, surrender to his will. 
 During this Season of Lent, let us together fast, pray 
and give alms not so that those around us will praise our 
spiritual discipline, but so we may invite our loving God to 
purify us of sin and then come and dwell with us forever.

Today we 
continue our look at “The Blessed Sacrament and Blessed 
Sacrament Parish.”  We continue, in this new year, to look at 
the way we share in the Lord’s Body and Blood each week.  
Just reflections about Communion today: 
We wind down this look at the Blessed Sacrament with some 
reflections on the sacrament itself. 
 Here we are reminded of why Jesus made himself 
present in the eating and the drinking.  Some “food” for 
thought, at least.  About eating and drinking he writes: 

 

Eating and drinking, the most common gestures of the 
human condition, assume particular meaning when they are 
experienced in community.  In fact, eating and drinking with 
others expresses a profound sense of communion.  When 
sharing food or drink, people feel united and discuss their 
concerns and ideals.  Food and drink speak of the complete 
nourishment of the human being and symbolize the 
community of those who dine together. 
 

In both concrete and figurative language of eating and 
drinking, we express a desire for union, of being one for 
others, of being of one heart and spirit.  People who are not 
at peace, who are split apart or angry, do not want to sit at a 
common table and share the same meal.  The vocation of 
living in peace is a gift the Creator has planted in the heart 
of every creature and that is evident in everyday life… 
Usually eating and drinking together is preceded by an 
invitation, and the one who offers the invitation gives 
evidence of the desire to share significantly with the guests.  
The invitation comes from the desire to see friendship 
mature.  In giving and in accepting invitations we move away 
from solitariness and toward forming a single heart and 
spirit.  In eating and drinking together, we form interpersonal 
relationships, bonding, and harmony. 
 

When Jesus said to us:  “Take and eat…Take and drink,” he 
wanted to enter into an intimate relationship with us.  The 
Master always invites us to the eucharistic banquet so that 
we may one day be enriched at the heavenly banquet.  It is 
not we who draw ourselves near the Eucharistic gifts but the 
Lord who invites us to his passover, who leads us to his 
ideals.  He wants to remain with us and to have us remain in 
him.  The joy of reciprocity in the “now” of the Father is the 
relationship that Jesus offers us through faith and through 
the sacraments... 
 

Eating and drinking with Jesus is where we rejoice in the 
certainty of entering into communion with him who is truly 
present in our lives as the resurrected one and whom we 
never have to fear.  In the Eucharist, we see the Lord. Like 
the disciples at Emmaus, we recognize him in the breaking 
of the bread.  Our eating and drinking does not reduce itself 
to a simple process of taking in food.  Rather, it is rooted in a 
pilgrimage of communion that is a sharing, seeing, and 
communicating with the mystery of Easter:  Christ dead and 
resurrected, who is always present in his church to lead it to 
the kingdom. ¹ 

What can we do to deepen our experience of the Eucharistic 
liturgy?  The information from Bishop Murry and the Diocese of

Youngstown forms our first step.  The reflections, history,  
information and challenges offered here could probably keep 
each of us busy for a very long time.  This is not meant to be 
a homework assignment, but just as reading the Sunday 
Scriptures before arriving at Sunday liturgy (and reflecting on 
them through the week) can help us to hear the Word of God 
more deeply, so, this newsletter is offered to serve a similar 
purpose with our experience of the Communion Rite.   
 

We really are nearing the end of this explanation/exploration 
of the Communion rite.  Stay tuned for just a bit more about 
the Communion Rite.
