LET’S GIVE IT UP FOR GOD 
Clap those hands in applause.  Open up your cache of 
compliments.  Move from being a harsh critic to a hearty 
appreciator. 
 Sometimes that is extremely difficult to do.   
 God is scarcely a comedian.  Sometimes God is 
not on my center stage.  However, the request still 
remains the same.  Divinity demands that we “give it up, 
for God.”  I don’t know about you, but I am reluctant, at 
times perhaps far too often, to give it up for God.  I am not 
interested in experiencing the pain involved with sacrifice.  
I do not have the faith of Abraham who apparently 
overcame all parental angst in his willingness to give up 
his only and beloved son for God.  Isaac, at the same 
time, offered no resistance or questioning.  He quietly 
allowed his father to bind him and place him on an altar of 
wood without uttering a word of protest.  Father and son 
are presented to us as the epitome of sanctity -- 
unwavering, unquestioning obedience.   
 When Abraham responded to God’s call with the 
words, “Here I am,” he was echoing God’s own words to 
all of us.  “Here I am!  Here I am, with you, in all the mess 
and muddle.  Here I am, in the midst of the pain and 

problem.  I am giving it up for you at the very instant and 
in the very instance that you are giving it up for me.” 
 God and I are in the same boat.  God and you are 
in the same boat.   
 God and all of us are in the same boat, together!  
 “If God is for us, and with us, who is against us?” 
 God is not asking us to do anything that God 
would not do, has not already done, for us.  The God who 
gives all to us empowers us to give all -- not so much in 
return as in response.  And blessings result, blessings 
beyond our comprehension. 
 God is sacrificing divinity to make holy our 
humanity.  God is giving it up, for us. 
 When Abraham offered Isaac, God was acting in 
him.  When Peter, James and John followed Jesus to that 
high mountain, God was acting in them.  When Jesus was 
transfigured on the mountaintop, God was acting in him.  
When Peter, recognizing the power and grace of 
transfiguration, pronounced the goodness of the place 
and the experience, it was God acting with astounding 
creativity.

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LITURGY CORNER 
Our “Liturgy Corner” takes a journey through the  

General Instruction of the Roman Missal 
We are beginning a look at Section A of Part I (Mass with 
the People) in Chapter IV (The Different Forms of 
Celebrating Mass) in the General Instruction of the 
Roman Missal (GIRM).  First, an effort to clear up the title, 
“Mass without a Deacon” and how its placement does not 
indicate a preference. 
 The fact that the section “without a Deacon” 
precedes the section “with a Deacon” is not a sign of 
preference as much as a signal that in more 
circumstances throughout the world, there will not be a 
Deacon (there are more Masses celebrated at parishes 
than there are Deacons present at parishes).  Within the 
Diocese of Youngstown there are 91 Deacons listed in 
our directory, with three described as “serving outside the 
diocese.” There is no notation about who is retired and 
who might no longer be serving due to injury or disability.  
We have a large number of Deacons in the diocese, but 
some parishes have several and others do not have any.  
We are blessed to have Deacon Bob Green here at 
Blessed Sacrament and he is usually present for one 
Mass each weekend.  For us, therefore, about one of 
three Masses will be Mass “with a Deacon.”  
 Why do we offer this explanation?  We have 
already mentioned that when it comes to the reading of 
Church documents there is often a presumption that 
when choices are listed, the first choice is the preferred 
choice and then they continue in descending order as to 
the “ideal.”  In this case, the section begins with “Mass 
without a Deacon” because the entire Mass can be 
outlined as it happens without a Deacon present and then 
in the next section, “Mass with a Deacon,” can simply 
point out what the Deacon’s role is within that structure.  
To illustrate: Mass without a Deacon includes paragraphs 
120 through 170; Mass with a Deacon is paragraphs 171 
through 186. The section is much shorter because it only 
lists what is different with a Deacon and what is different, 
as far as structure is concerned, is not a great deal.  The 
Deacon knows that his part is very important, but, when 
he is present, the liturgy, from the viewpoint of an 
assembly member, is not very different. 
 Next week we delve into “The Introductory Rites” 
where we will see the order of the procession explained 
along with what happens with the Greeting, Penitential 
Act, Gloria and Opening Prayer.  Stay tuned!

HUNGERING FOR A BOUNTIFUL EARTH 
This week CRS Rice Bowl takes us to the coffee high-
lands of Nicaragua, where we’re called to protect both the 
goodness of creation and the livelihoods of struggling fam-
ilies.  How will this week’s fast remind us of the sacred-
ness of God’s creation and our duty to protect it? 

 The truth is the recognition of transfiguration is a 
terrifyingly beautiful realization, perhaps too terrifyingly 
beautiful.  To be changed by God’s presence, to be 
changed into the presence of God, is an unspeakable 
grace.  God’s choice to live God’s life in us is an 
overwhelming power.  God-in-us gives only one 
affirmation and speaks only one command:  “This is my 
Son, the Beloved; listen to him” (Mark 9:8).  Those words 
turn our mountaintops into plateaus from which we must 
descend or die.  They also give us a companion whose 
divinity is replete with humanity; whose humanity is 
completely divine. 
 God is giving it up for us magnificently in offering 
Jesus, Son of God, Beloved One, as our brother.  God is 
expanding the divine Trinitarian union to include all of us 

as the family of God.  To listen to God’s Son is to listen to 
our brother, our fellow pilgrim, as well as our resurrected 
Lord and Savior.  God gave it up for us.  God’s clapping 
hands affirm our goodness, transfiguring our faltering and 
failings into faithfulness.  God’s profound solicitude for our 
well-being and wholeness is evident in life’s numerous 
blessings.  “He who did not withhold his own Son, but 
gave him up for all of us, will he not with him also give us 
everything else?” (Rom 8:32). 
 In light of all we have received, we applaud the 
unknowable, believe the incredible, and rejoice in the 
ineffable.  There really is only one appropriate response. 

 So let’s give it up for God!
