Reflecting on the Word 
 The Gospel of John uses the imagery of the vine and 
the branches to stress the importance of remaining 
connected to Christ, who is the source of our life.  Cut off 
from him, our lives will be fruitless.  The importance of 
connection can also be seen in the first reading, from Acts, 
in which we hear of Paul, here called Saul, seeking out the 
disciples of Jesus in Jerusalem.  As powerful as Paul’s 
experience of the Jesus was, he knew that if his labor was 
to bear fruit he must be connected with other followers of 
Christ.  While the image of the vine stresses the 
importance of our personal connection to Jesus, the story 
of Paul in Acts stresses the importance of our connection 
with other believers. 
 Perhaps what people mean when they describe 
themselves as “spiritual but not religious” is that they have 
a profound sense of God, or at least of some mysterious 
reality greater than themselves, but see no need to identify  
with any particular community or tradition.  This certainly 
was not the view of Paul in Acts.  He is willing to risk 
rejection by the disciples, who still know of him only as one 
who had persecuted Christians, in order to connect himself 
to their community and the tradition they carry. 
 Our relationship with God is not a purely vertical 
relationship, in which we relate to God as individuals; it is 

also a horizontal one, in which our 
relationship to God is bound up with our 
relationship to our fellow believers.  We 
are connected to Christ as the branch is 
connected to the vine, but we must 
always remember that there are other 
branches on the vine and that our 
spiritual fruitfulness is a gift that we are 
to share with them.

The Solemnity of the Ascension    
It Is Not òAscension Thursdayó Anymore!   

 Ascension is a holy day of obligation, but it does not fall 
on Thursday in our diocese any more.  It is true that the 
obligation to participate in Mass on the Solemnity of the 
Ascension is never abrogated!  For us, in the Diocese of 
Youngstown (as well as in all U.S. dioceses except those 
in the ecclesiastical provinces of Boston, Hartford, New 
York, Newark, Omaha, and Philadelphia), the Solemnity 
has been moved from Thursday of the 6

th
 Week of Easter 

to the Seventh Sunday of Easter.  In those ecclesiastical 
provinces where the feast is on the Thursday of the 6

th
 

Week of Easter, it moves according to the date of Easter, 
but never moves from Thursday.  Either way, the 
Solemnity of the Ascension (on Thursday or on Sunday) 
remains a holy day of obligation, just as Sunday is.  By the 

way, Ascension is still on a Thursday in both the dioceses of Erie and 
Pittsburgh (both are in the ecclesiastical province of Philadelphia).  Should you 
feel the need to attend Mass on Thursday, May 14, 2015, you can jump across 
the border to hear the readings which will be proclaimed at Blessed Sacrament 
on Sunday, May 17, or you can attend morning Mass here at Blessed 
Sacrament where the Feast of Saint Matthias, Apostle, will be observed.

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LITURGY CORNER 
Our “Liturgy Corner” takes a journey through the  

General Instruction of the Roman Missal 
As we celebrate the Fifth Sunday of Easter, we continue 
our look at the General Instruction of the Roman Missal 
(GIRM).  We give an overview of the paragraphs 160 and 
161 (Holy Communion) of the “The Liturgy of the Eucharist” 
in Section A of Part I (Mass with the People) in Chapter IV 
(The Different Forms of Celebrating Mass).   
This exceptional gift that we receive gets even more 
attention as our young people prepare for their first 
reception of Holy Communion.  We hope that reading this 
information will help each of us to approach the reception of 
Christ’s Body and Blood with more reverence and more 
understanding. 
Paragraph 160 has several parts.  First, the explanation 
that the people approach the minister of Communion in 
procession.  It may not seem important at first, but when 
people question our practice of beginning our procession 
with those in the back of the church, part of that explanation 
is that the sense of procession is very clear when the 
procession is visible to all.  That doesn’t happen when we 
begin in the front. 
This paragraph also includes a reminder that the faithful do 
not self-communicate (give Communion to themselves) as 
the priest does.  An Extraordinary Minister of Holy 
Communion receives the Body and the Blood from the 
priest or from another EMHC, as do each of us.  This 
section also refers to the posture of the recipient – 
standing.  Monsignor DeGrocco says this to help us to 
understand why we are all to receive with the same 
posture: 

The reception of Holy Communion is not simply a 
personal but also a communal act, an action of the 
body; one receives Holy Communion as a member of 
the body of Christ.  …the outward sign of a unity of 
bodily posture becomes an important component in the 
liturgical expression of the reception of Holy 
Communion. 

In this paragraph we also find reference to receiving the 
Body of Christ either on the tongue or in the hand.  It also 
reiterates that the sign of reverence is a bow of the head 
and that this is done before the reception of the Body and, 
again, before receiving the Blood of Christ (… the sign of 
reverence is also made before receiving the Precious 
Blood.) 
Paragraph 161 speaks about the simplicity of the words 
said:  Priest or Extraordinary Minister of Holy Communion 
says, “The Body of Christ” and the response is “Amen.”  
Time could certainly be spent on discussion here, as 
Monsignor DeGrocco stresses the importance of these 
simple words and how there is no mention of including the 
name of the communicant.  He also makes a point, again, 
of the importance of our response, “Amen,” and how we 
need to be reminded of this in our formation.  
It is important to note that “As soon as the communicant 
receives the host, he or she consumes the whole of it.”  We 
are not to walk away holding the bread in our hands.  We 
consume Christ’s Body as soon as we receive it.
