PREPARING WHILE WAITING: A SEE-SAW OF LOVE 
 Everything we do in life demands a degree of 
preparation -- even, perhaps especially, waiting.   
 It would seem that our primary response is that we all 
need to recognize and make real in our lives the fact that 
God is in control.  God is in charge.  Our very life is in 
God’s hands, not ours.  At the same time, we need to 
become increasingly aware that God’s will is enacted 
through us.  We are the messengers sent ahead to prepare 
God’s way in the world.  We are the voices crying out in the 
wilderness, “Make straight the paths of God”  (paraphrase of 

Mark 1:3).  The preparation is both challenging and 
comforting.  It is hard work that is never fully accomplished 
and always being completed.  It is loving and being loved...  
 To be preparing while waiting, one needs to speak 
tenderly of forgiveness -- first of all to oneself.  Each of us 
needs to accept God’s desire to straighten our paths to 
divinity, to make a highway on which God might travel in 
our desert experiences.  We need to know and rejoice in 
the fact that God’s wish is for every valley to be lifted up 
and every mountain and hill to be made low.  There is no  

 
area of our life that is uninteresting to God.  No secret 
space or crowded cubbyhole that is unknown.  God shall 
level the uneven ground of our commitment and make a 
plain out of the rough places of our sinfulness.  Our task is 
simply to permit God to forgive us -- and gracefully to 
accept that forgiveness.   
 In short, we must allow God to ride with us on our see-
saw of love.   
 Only then will we be credible proclaimers of God’s 
presence in the world.  Only then will we be empowered 
with authenticity in our announcement of good tidings.  
Only then will others be able to believe that God will gather 
the lambs and gently lead the mother sheep to pastures 
beyond all reckoning.   
 There is but one way to ready ourselves to make 
righteousness at home.  It is to be “comfortably present” in 
our lives.   
 It is to be ready and readied for our total presence to 
the God who is, was, and always will be waiting with us -- 
the God who does not want any to perish, but desires all to 
come to repentance.

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LITURGY CORNER 
Our “Liturgy Corner” takes a journey through the  

General Instruction of the Roman Missal 
Hello and Happy New Year!  This new liturgical year, which 
began last weekend on Nov. 30, offers many opportunities 
for growth in our relationship with Christ as well as offering 
many ways to deepen our faith through the celebration of the 
Eucharist.  We hope that you find this column to be a help in 
your growing relationship with the Lord and in your 
experience of the Mass. 
 We are now in section II of Chapter III in the General 
Instruction of the Roman Missal, looking at The Functions of 
the People of God.  We take one more column to break this 
section open as we look to Bruce T. Morrill and Susan K. 
Roll, authors of the third chapter of A Commentary on the 
General Instruction of the Roman Missal (ed. By Edward Foley, Nathan D. 

Mitchell and Joanne M. Pierce, published by Liturgical Press, Collegeville, MN, ©2007).   

The authors refer to the second paragraph of article 95 and 
its reference to the way in which the People of God are to 
build up the community.  This follows the special baptismal 
dignity described in the first paragraph of this article.  They 
write:  “The reference to “individualism” (singularae vitae) 
suggests a critique of the dominant individualism considered 
in Western cultures as a norm and even a virtue.”  We often 
find our “rugged individualism” challenged when we talk 
about the Christian community, especially when we hear 
ourselves called to care for the poor among us. 
Morrill and Roll continue: 

… these two paragraphs do not represent liturgical law, 
strictly speaking, and they present a theological 
foundation of law only in the first sentence.  (In the 
celebration of the Mass, the faithful form a holy people, a 
people of God’s own possession and a royal Priesthood, 
so that they may give thanks to God and offer the 
unblemished sacrificial Victim not only by means of the 
hands of the Priest, but also together with him and so 
that they may learn to offer their very selves.)  Prescribed 
attitudes cannot be legislated, since penalties can be 
applied only to acts.  A positive, mutually supportive, 
joyful Christian community can develop only from high 
morale, a sense of support and trust, and hope for the 

future. 
The final sentence certainly gives all Catholic parishes a 
challenge!  The authors continue their look at this section of 
the GIRM saying that in writing, “this unity is beautifully 
apparent,” the GIRM is describing “a desired state of affairs 
and not liturgical legislation properly speaking, as above.”  In 
discussing unity of posture, Morrill and Roll also bring in the 
need to be aware of differences in ability and the need to be 
sensitive to what the physically challenged can and cannot 
do.  They point out that local custom as well as the “liturgical 
legislation of different countries” also need to be taken into 
consideration. 
We hope this week of the Advent season offers an 
opportunity to reflect on your parish family and that your 
reflection leads to seeing Blessed Sacrament Parish 
described in the sentence quoted above… 

A positive, mutually supportive, joyful Christian community 
can develop only from high morale, a sense of support and 
trust, and hope for the future. 
Next week we move on to ñParticular Ministries.ò  Join us!

Flu Season and Liturgical Celebrations 
The following is from the Worship Office of the Diocese of Youngstown. 

During flu season, parishes may receive requests from pa-
rishioners to make changes to liturgical celebrations in or-
der to prevent the spread of the flu and other viruses.  The 
United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, in consulta-
tion with the Centers for Disease Control, recommends that 
the following measures be taken in the celebration of the 
liturgy: 

Priests, deacons, and extraordinary ministers of Holy 
Communion should be especially reminded of the need 
to practice good hygiene.  Ministers of Holy Commun-
ion are encouraged to wash their hands using an alco-
hol based anti-bacterial solution before Mass begins 
and immediately after Mass. 

Pastors should instruct people who feel ill not to receive 
from the cup. 

Those who are sick should stay home, and limit contact 
with others to keep from infecting them. 

All should be encouraged to follow good, everyday 
healthy actions: 
of covering your nose and mouth with a tissue when 

coughing; 
avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth after shaking 

hands or touching any surface; 
avoid close contact with those who are sick. 

At the present time, the Bishop’s Committee on Divine Worship of USCCB 
has not issued directives considering any changes, adaptations or re-
strictions of options in the celebration of the Liturgy.
