PASTOR’S COLUMN

Next weekend we celebrate Pentecost Sunday, the
event that closes the Easter Season. As an outward sign
of our unity in faith, and in further celebration of the Risen
Lord, | ask that all adults, students and children who
received Spring sacraments -- Baptism, Confirmation and/
or First Eucharist -- would wear their sacramental oulffits to
Mass next weekend. In addition, | invite the rest of the
congregation to consider wearing red attire.

The New American Bible, Catholic Bible Publishers,
Wichita, KS, tells us (1) Red is also the papal color granted
Pope John (d. 526) by the Emperor Justin. It is also the
color proper to cardinals. (2) Red is the color designated
for vestments which are used on Pentecost and on all the
feasts of martyrs, being a symbol of the ardent love of the
Holy Spirit and of the shedding of one’s blood.

(In addition, the) Red Mass, which Liturgically is any
Mass celebrated in red vestments. Specifically, a Votive
Mass of the Holy Spirit usually celebrated once a year for
the benefit of lawyers and judges. The aid of the Holy
Spirit is invoked so that they may exercise their duties with
greater prudence and justice.

One person will be selected at each of the
weekend Masses on Pentecost weekend. | am very
thankful to those who either submitted their own name or
accepted the nomination of a fellow parishioner for
consideration to serve on Council.

Last week we included what is said at letter “c” of
paragraph 79. The e p i c lisa sallisg upon the power of
the Holy Spirit. It is a rich paragraph. Another recent
publication can help us with this journey through the
elements of the Eucharistic Prayer. In The Euchée
Prayer: A by RBasy Hudock Gublisheden,2010
by Liturgical Press, Collegeville, MN) there is an entire chapter
dealing with each element. The title for one pertinent to
today’s column is, “The Epiclesis: The Power Source.” We
read...

Turning to the epiclesis, we now remind ourselves of
the power source — the bang — that pulses within the
Eucharistic liturgy: the Holy Spirit.

E pi c liseasGregk word that means “invocation.” In
the epiclesis, the presider — and through him, the
church gathered to Eucharist -- invokes the Holy Spirit.
That is, we ask the Father to send the Spirit upon the
gifts we offer and upon the church.

To begin, we must point to that and: upon the gifts and
upon the church. Both are part of the church’s
Eucharistic prayer tradition.

Mr. Hudock, in a footnote, explains that it is
possible to have an epiclesis that does not mention the
Holy Spirit by name (a non-pneumatological epiclesis). He
explains that our present Eucharistic Prayers include both —
calling down the Holy Spirit upon the gifts and upon the
church.
