What
a special way to bring our community together to begin the
Season of Lent.

The 2018 Sourcebook for Sundays, Seasons and
Weekdays tells us, “In the Scriptures, sackcloth and ashes
are the signs of penance. The practice of using ashes from
the palms of previous year's Palm Sunday is a relatively
new element of the liturgy, first appearing in the twelfth
century. It adds another layer of meaning to this rich rite,
reminding us of where we are headed -- to the glory of
Easter.”

Your journey through the Lenten Season can be a time
to understand new ways of praying, fasting and almsgiving.
Many opportunities are offered in our parish; please review
the Lenten brochure, and consider participating, from
praying to serving. Catholic Relief Services offers
programming with their Rice Bowl, and our more recent
participation in the Helping Hands project. Consider how
your Lenten fast and almsgiving will prepare you for the
glory of Easter!

Baptisms are normally celebrated on the fourth weekend of the
month. Parents are REQUIRED to attend a baptismal session
prior to their child’s Baptism. The preparation session offers an
opportunity to discuss the Sacrament of Baptism in the life of
this child. It is not simply a “rehearsal” of the rite itself.

Families need to be registered members of the parish. Also, in
choosing godparents, they should be Catholic, as they are to
help the parents in raising the child in the Church.

THE SPIRITUAL MEANING OF THE LITURGY
Words of Wisdom to Ponder from the Book by Goffredo Boselli ...
Liturgical Press, Collegeville, MN, ©2014
Part Two of this book is entitled, “Liturgy in the Life of the
Church.” Chapter Five, “The Sacrament of the Assembly,”
and, though we may not refer to the assembly as one of the
seven sacraments of the Church, this chapter gives us in-
sight into the importance of the role of the assembly in the
life of the church. Read in today’s column some of the con-
cerns about Christianity today.

Did last week’s column cause some discomfort as we pon-
dered, “Are we the last Christians?” Read on for a little
more challenge and some hope...

To reflect on the theme of the assembly from the liturgical
point of view means above all to affirm that the lex orandi
cannot be limited simply to being the law of faith; it must
also constitute the church’s law of being and acting. In oth-
er words, how the church prays establishes not only what

the church believes but what the church is...

If how the church prays determines what the church is, we
should ask ourselves what our liturgical assemblies say
about our way of being church. We must understand that
the structure and the dynamic of the liturgical assembly be-

come the structure and dynamic of the life of the church.
Our reflection here will focus, therefore, on the structure
and the dynamic of the liturgical assembly, which includes
three successive moments:

God calls His people together

God speaks to His people

God enters into a covenant with His people
Stay tuned. We will spend a little time with “God Calls His
People Together” next week.
