Year of Mercy ð Preparing for Juneõs Focus 

CONSOLING THE SINNER 
We take a look at http://catholicexchange.com/practicing-
spiritual-works-mercy and an article by Father Ed Broom, 
OMV, for some helpful words about the spiritual work of 
mercy usually referred to as ñAdmonishing the Sinner.ò  
The idea of telling another person how they need to 
change their life is not something that sits well with most 
people. One might think, ñHow do I know what they 
should be doing, I have a hard enough time trying to live 
my life as a good person.ò  Father Brook makes reference 
to this in his article from April 7, 2015, ñPracticing the 
Spiritual Works of Mercy.ò  He might not be saying what 
we want to hear in his article, but there are some points 
that we can take without anger or concern in this ñJubilee 
Year of Mercy.ò  Here are a few remarks-- 
We are all encouraged by the Lord, especially by 
reading and meditating on Mt. 25:31-46, to practice the 
Corporal works of mercyðto feed the hungry, give drink 
to the thirsty, to clothe the naked, to welcome the for-
eigner, and to visit both the sick and the imprisonedé 
 

Corporal works of mercy done with the most noble of 
intentions pleases the Heart of Jesus immensely.  How-
ever, it is equally important to practice the Spiritual 
Works of Mercy.  Jesus said point blank:  ñWhat would it 
profit a man to gain the whole world and lose his soul in 
the process?  What can a man do in exchange for his 
soul?ò  Pope Francis lamented in ñThe joy of the  
Gospelò that one of the most common and grave ne-
glects is the failure to preach the Word of God to the 
poor.  First, fill their hungry stomachs.  But then, fill their 
souls with the Bread of the Word of God and the Bread 
of Life which is Holy Communion. 
 

In this short essay we would like to go through the sev-
en spiritual works of mercy and give some ways we can 
implement these all-important spiritual injunctions! 
 

First of all the spiritual works of mercy are the following: 
1) Admonish the sinner;  2) Instruct the ignorant;          
3) Counsel the doubtful;  4) Comfort the sorrowful;        
5) Bear wrongs patiently;  6) Forgive all injuries;           
7) Pray for the living and the dead.  There we have the 
seven spiritual works of mercy.  Let us take them one at 
a time!
