Freedom is one of the most challenging and essential 
components of Christianity.  Salvation and sanctity depend 
on it.  Discipleship demands that we freely respond.  Yet it 
was ñfor freedom Christ has set us free.  Stand firm, 
therefore, and do not submit again to a yoke of 
slaveryò (Gal 5:1).  
 In the church today there is a continuing lament about 
ñthe vocation crisis.ò  We wring our hands and send our 
prayers heavenward in hopes that more young people will 
hear and heed Godôs call to the religious life.  We look with 
dismay on the ñgrayingò of the priesthood and religious 
communities.  Vocation directors across the nation offer 
weekend retreat experiences that provide a glimpse of 
seminary or novitiate life.  Inspirational talks are given in 
parishes, and we are urged to identify and encourage 
possible candidates.   
 Vocations are not in crisis if we let Jesus take the lead.  
Let all people freely choose the manner in which they 
follow the Lord.  Let each of us discover, in our own way 
and time, the reality that the call of the Lord is, first and 
foremost, a call to discipleship.  This call demands 
preparation and positive action.   
 Indeed, we are called -- each and every one of us -- to 
respond freely, deliberately, faithfully, and lovingly as 
disciples of Christ.  Fully aware that our freedom brings 
with it a certain homelessness, a sense that we have no

the plow.   
 Priest, sister, brother, lay person, male, female, 
married or single, our vocation is one of undivided loyalty 
to Jesus.  Embracing our vocation demands a journey 
inward into the stillness that allows us to know God and 
love our neighbor. 
 Crucial to Christianity, our vocation is a powerfully 
freeing gift.
