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PROPHETS START FIRES 
 To witness a (controlled) fire is to comprehend the 
intensity of the Christian mission.  That mission is stated 
clearly in todayôs gospel when Jesus says:  ñI came to 
bring fire to the earth and how I wish it were already 
kindledò (Lk 12:49).  In a spiritual sense, we are the men 
and women whose lives are given and spent starting fires, 
not putting them out. 
 Jesus seeks those who can withstand the heat of 
passionate living.  He looks out for all who are willing to 
learn from the experience and suffer its cost.  He stands 
waiting for all who can bear the thirst that comes with 
laborôs sweat. 
 There is always a cost to discipleship, as there is with 
fighting fires.  People can and do die in fiery conflagrations.  
Only those who are courageous, patient, persistent, and 
committed enough to remain despite the danger need 
apply.  Commitment sets us apart.  All are necessary to the 
labor of responding.  Auxiliary help is as important to the 
task at hand as is the work of those in the front-line activity. 
 Prophets follow in the footsteps of the chief.  They start 
and tend fires, watching and waiting with persistent 
patience and consistent presence.  With fearsome courage 
they are sensitive to the new creation arising from the 

ashes of a consuming faith.  Their message challenges as 
it comforts and consoles.  They ignite in us a burning 
passion for justice.  Prophets are not popular people.  
They go against the grain with their radical message and 
mission.  So did Jesus of Nazareth! 
 ...As Jeremiah was thrown into the muddy cistern in 
todayôs first reading, prophets are hurled directly into the 
cisterns of humanity.  ...Without a radically passionate 
faith in Godôs presence, they would die in the dryness and 
in the unutterable famine of alienation, isolation, and 
rejection. 
 Yet prophets possess faith against all odds.  They 
trust and believe that the Lord hears the cry of the poor 
and draws us out from the pit of destruction.  Prophets 
ñrun with perseverance the race that is set before usò  
(Heb 12:1).  They do not grow despondent or abandon the 
struggle.  Prophets tend carefully the embers of 
remembrance, seeing truth in those flickering flames. 
 What they see they share with all of us.  There is joy 
in living and loving.  There is power in redemptive pain.  
Their plea is the prayer and desire expressed by Jesus.  
The words echo down the ages, sparking tiny flickers of 
faith that they will become holocausts of hope.
