THE SPIRITUAL MEANING OF THE LITURGY 

Words of Wisdom to Ponder from the Book  
by Goffredo Boselli é Liturgical Press, Collegeville, MN, É2014 

We continue to reflect on ñMystagogy of the Liturgy of the Word.ò  
Todayôs reflection gives us insight into the ñraising upò of the Book of the 
Gospels.  We share part of ñThe Necessary Visibility of the Word,ò  

pages 61 -63é 
One important element worth our consideration is the rituality 
connected to the Book in the context of the communityé These 
are liturgical words of special intensity:  ñThe Book of the Lawò 
must be seen before it is heard, because it has a necessary 
visibility.  The ñScroll of the Lawò is held up before the eyes of the 
people, who stand to express their respect and veneration.  
éWith all these, the people express their faith: to be before the 
Book of the Law is to be before the Lord.  éCertainly analogous 
to <this> in the Christian liturgy is the elevation of the 
Evangelarium < a book containing passages from the gospels to 
be used as part of the liturgy>.  This action demonstrates to us 
that in the liturgy the book of Godôs word is presented before the 
eyes of the assembly before it is heard as text that is read to the 
assembly.  éIn the liturgy, before one hears the word of God, 
one sees the book that contains it.  The church presents to the 
faithful gathered in assembly the sign of their identity; the 
Evangelarium therefore has a triple symbolic function.  First, 
elevating it before the eyes of the people, the church recalls the 
superiority and authority of the word of God over every human 
word.  Second, the church declares that the book is shown to all 
because it belongs to all, and that all have free access to the 
word of salvation.  Third, the church witnesses to the reality that 
this singular word of salvation creates a relationship among the 
believers who gather, for they recognize themselves as 
participants in a unique covenant. 
Do we pay attention to the elevation of the Book of the 
Gospels?  Have we ever noticed this ñtriple symbolic 
function.ò?
