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UNDERSTANDING THE WORD 
Todayôs Gospel reading from Luke has its origins in Mark 
13, but Luke has included some interesting additions that 
likely reflect the concerns of his original community.  
Whereas Mark interpreted the desecration of the temple as 
an apocalyptic symbol (Mark 13:14) that would signal the 
coming Son of Man (see Daniel 9:27), Luke separates the 
event of destruction (Luke 21:6) from the coming of the 
Son of Man (Luke 21:27) by introducing ñthe times of the 
Gentilesò (Luke 21:24).  In todayôs passage, the disciples 
ask about the timing of the coming eschaton (ñWhen will 
this happen?ò Luke 21:7).  The Lucan Jesus warns the 
disciples not to listen to rumors, nor to think that wars and 
or insurrections signal the end.  Luke attempts to explain 
the delay of the parousia (which Paul had expected 
immediately) by introducing intermediate stages of 
proclamation and testimony.
